Grab material with Blackmagic

Mark an in and set an out. Note down the in time an d the duration , you will need them later.

Apple T to name the clip

Or use FC Pro – go to Log and Capture enter In / Out etc. decide whether want A&V, capture settings

Etc. If need to capture from non controllable deck ( live stuff). Then under FCPro at top of screen, select”Audio and Video settings”- DEVICE CONTROL PRESET is usually set to Blackmagic PAL 25 Hz but if you scroll down you can select “Non controllable device”.

After Effects

Drag clip in to After Effects bin then select

Composition, New Composition (give it a title). Enter the In timecode and duration that you noted earlier etc ( or just enter 10:00:00:0 as in and eg 24:30:10 as the duration (the “in T/C doesn’t really matter but the duration does)) This then appears in the bin.

Now drag and drop the CLIP onto the COMPOSITION (all within the bin)

Select EFFECT, RECENT Favourite, Scary Monday. Check graticules are switched off ie not ticked..

Or select Magic Bullet film FX etc – Effect, Magic Bullet Suite, Magic Bullet. Click on “gun” to go to default parameters (these are usually what you use)

.

Now select Composition, Make Movie – give it a sensible name.( it uses the name you set earlier)

(at this point you can repeat the above for other new compositions etc if you want)

Now render the composition(s).

To layback treated material to tape using Final Cut Pro.

Open FC Pro

Now File, Import, Files.  Get pix movie(s) off the desktop etc, select it then CHOOSE eg Scary12PF.mov

Now in FC Pro double click on the ICON next to the eg Scary12PF filename (NOT on the filename)

This places the movie in viewer window. Click inside viewer window, then press right arrow key to move forward to the first frame on the clip. Press I to mark this as the INPOINT.

Now drag from the Viewer to the RH monitor and drop on OVERWRITE ( this appears as you hover over the window). The clip now appears on the timeline.

Click on the grey area of the timeline and press the UP ARROW key to take you to the head of the clip.

Now File, Edit To Tape – this opens the “edit to tape” window.

Need to set INPOINT eg 10000000 (software puts in colons when you press Return).When setting a outpoint remember out is LAST FRAME OF SHOT like on Avid but Not like on Sony !!!

Make sure the audio channels are turned off (icon to the right of the “piece of film”) select ALL OFF.

Make sure Vision is enable (the “piece of film” icon) make sure T/C swithced off (“clock” icon)

Now drag the PROJECT (“PJPEG”)or CAN JUST DRAG A CLIP and drop on “green envelope “ icon on edit to tape monitor etc. 

Click OK and off it goes (VT m/c in remote of course)

Rain.

Grab in material etc

Use After Effects 5.5 NOT 6.5

Use the VIRTIX PLUGIN, Rain

On timeline highlight video, rain effect

Keyframes - click on stopwatch to the left of the parameters etc

Chaining Quicktime movies.

If have a lot of Quicktime movies that need to play out then you can join them end to end and play them out as one big dollop.

Double click on first movie, this opens quicktime player.

Now APPLE A (select all), this selects all the material in the clip.

APPLE C (copy)

APPLE N (make new movie)

APPLE W (close window)

APPLE V (paste)

Make this window small and put it somewhere convenient (all next movies will be tagged on in here)

Double click on next movie, then 

APPLE A

APPLE C

APPLE W

APPLE V

repeat this until have done all the movies.

Now in your new movie window APPLE S (save as) and save it to eg desktop

This saves the sequence but NOT a new media file, so

EXPORT as PJPEG 25  file to desktop

Can now pick up this file and drop it on to BlackMagic Icon in order to play it out.

Quicktime files (TIFFs) to make a movie

Copy sequences of files to G5 Hard Disk.

Open Quicktime Pro

File

Open Image Sequence

navigate to first TIFF of sequence, highlight it, OPEN

OK, 25 fps this builds sequence which you can play to check it is OK

Now need to export this as a PhotJpeg movie

Export

"movie to Quick Time movie"

Options, PhotoJpeg, PAL, 25fps. This creates a Quick Time Movie which you can play out to digibeta etc (just drop the file onto BlackMagic Icon etc.

Network.

G5 appears on network as “Ctf-g5” in network neighbourhood. Login and password as on m/c itself

To grab some video and make a string of eg TARGA stills

Capture video with FC pro

Make a folder on desktop to put stills in

Then Launch After Effects

Put video into after effects and make a new composition

Put video into this composition

Select Make New Movie

On render page click on down arrow to RHS of “output module”

OUTPUT MODULE to “lossless”

FORMAT to TARGA sequence

FORMAT OPTIONS to 24bit per pixel

CHANNELS = RGB

DEPTH = millions of colours

COLOUR = premultiplied matte

OK

“output to” change to a name eg 11th Hour

SAVE, point to your new folder

RENDER

To do the reverse

Make new composition

Drag in a folder full of stills

Put the folder in the composition

Make movie

Done!
